The Christian Hope

Q. What is the Christian hope?
A. The Christian hope is to live with confidence in newness and fullness of life, and to await the
coming of Christ in glory, and the completion of God's purpose for the world.

O. What do we mean by the coming of Christ in glory?

A. By the coming of Christ in glory, we mean that Christ will come, not in weakness but in power,
and will make all things new.

Q. What do we mean by heaven and hell?

A. By heaven, we mean eternal life in our enjoyment of God,; by hell, we mean eternal death in our
rejection of God.

Q. Why do we pray for the dead?
A. We pray for them, because we still hold them in our love, and because we trust that in God's
presence those who have chosen to serve him will grow in his love, until they see him as he is.

Q. What do we mean by the last judgment?
A. We believe that Christ will come in glory and judge the living and the dead.

Q. What do we mean by the resurrection of the body?
A. We mean that God will raise us from death in the fullness of our being, that we may live with
Christ in the communion of the saints.

Q. What is the communion of saints?
A. The communion of saints is the whole family of God, the living and the dead, those whom we love
and those whom we hurt, bound together in Christ by sacrament, prayer, and praise.

O. What do we mean by everlasting life?

A. By everlasting life, we mean a new existence, in which we are united with all the people of God,
in the joy of fully knowing and loving God and each other.

Q. What, then, is our assurance as Christians?
A. Our assurance as Christians is that nothing, not even death, shall separate us from the love of
God which is in Christ Jesus our Lord. Amen.

Here are the pictures I took of Altar Guild setting up
and of the final set up. Everything looks wonderful.
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When Margaret Brack was hired by St. Alban’s and
Faith Lutheran as their shared rector, it was a package
deal.

Her husband, Jim, has no official title with either
congregation. But don’t let that fool you. Throughout
their more than three decades of marriage, each partner
has offered the other mutual support. And that continues
to be the case in Salisbury, where Jim literally has
Margaret’s back — when she’s at the pulpit, he’s behind
her in the choir.

Singing has been a constant thread in his life. It landed
him his first job at 7 years old, introduced him to his
wife and gave him heightened purpose during his
retirement years.

Some info about Jim’s background: He grew up in
Southwest Baltimore in a neighborhood called

Violetville. He served in the Air Force from 1962-1966.

After training in Texas, he was shipped to South Korea
and later Italy. He worked as an air policeman, rising to
the rank of an airman second-class.

Jim graduated with a sociology degree from the
University of Maryland Baltimore County and then went
on to work for the state for 35 years as a
parole/probation officer. Upon his retirement, he
followed Margaret on her journey from the seminary in
Wisconsin to her priest-in-charge gig in Western
Maryland to her current position in Salisbury.

I met with Jim for an interview at St. Alban’s on a
drizzly morning in mid-December. If the weather was
gloomy, you wouldn’t have known it from Jim’s
disposition. He smiled from the first minute to the last
of our hour-long chat. The guy just radiates warmth.

Here is a transcript of our conversation, edited for length
and clarity.

You’ve lived a life. You contain multitudes, and now
we're gonna condense that all down to one page. Oh,
okay. No biggie.

As first things are concerned, when I was 7 years old,
my mother answered an ad in the newspaper for a boy
chorus in the Episcopal church that was across town.
And, and so we answered that ad. And I sang “My
Country Tis of Thee” [in the audition] and was accepted
into the choir and started singing and was paid.

How did she know that singing was your vocation?
Because I sang all the time. Like around the house.

Did you volunteer for the Air Force?

Well, you volunteer to dodge the draft. My number
would have come up and I could have gone into the
Army for three years instead of Air Force.

Why did you leave the Air Force?
That kind of life was exciting to be in Korea in Italy.
But that's not what I wanted to do.
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Did those experiences overseas shape who you are
today?

Oh, in many ways. Getting along with other people and
other cultures and exploring those kinds of things. 1
grew up in Baltimore, and I can't ever remember having
my parents having a road trip anywhere. Except in the
state.

To be a parole/probation officer, it seems like a kind
of job that just invites constant frustration. Maybe
I'm wrong. Is it?

I enjoyed it. Yeah, I have a lot of fun doing that. I
enjoyed the people that I met that I supervised. They
were probably certainly more enjoyable than the
administration that [ had to deal with.

What drew you to being a parole/probation officer?
I passed the test.

Okay. I'm sure you can pass other tests.
Well, yeah.

But you say you enjoyed working in the criminal
justice system. I don’t imagine that would spring to
mind for most people, but it does for you. Why is
that?

I don't know. I have a positive attitude towards the
people I was working with. They were criminals, but
they weren't criminals. I didn't treat them as criminals,
I treated them as people who maybe had problems and
needed to work with. In my agency, I also trained
adjuncts or just volunteered as an adjunct trainer, or just
volunteered to do training for the agency and taught
stress management to my peers appears, and [ had really
a lot of fun doing that.

How did you and Margaret meet?

Yes, we sang in a course together in Columbia,
Maryland, and would show up early for rehearsals. And
we started talking.

What was that spark between the two of you?

Well, I mean, she is a spark there's no doubt Yeah. And
she was certainly irresistible to me. From that beginning,
we formed an acapella quartet, from members of the
chorus. And we did national anthems for the Baltimore
Orioles, national anthems for when Toronto would come,
we'd sing “O Canada.” We performed as a quartet doing
festivals in parties. Christmas parties was a busy time
of year.

What was the name of your quartet?

It was called the New Supreme Quartet. We got together
after choir rehearsals at a place called the Supreme Court.
It was racquetball court. And so we would get there after
rehearsal and have a pitcher of beer and some pretzels.

What's the secret to staying together so many years?
Well, it's having a sense of humor, for one. You have to
laugh at everything. And just know you want to get
along. And we enjoyed singing.

What’s it like to have your spouse come up to you

and say, you know, “I think I want to go into the

priesthood.” [Note: Until this point in their marriage,
Margaret had been working for the Roman Catholic

church, and they attended Catholic Mass. Jim, not

being a Catholic, was unable to take communion

with her.]

There was an opening at an Episcopal Church, where

they needed an organist and choir director. The priest

there at the Episcopal Church asked, five minutes into

the interview, “Why haven't thought about being a

priest.” And that's when it started.

The neat thing about that was that she then stopped being

Catholic. She said, “Yeah, I'll be a be an Episcopalian.”
We were able to have communion together for the first

time and really participate in a religious ceremony

together.

What did that mean for you?
Well, that meant a lot. I didn't know how much it meant
until it happened.

So as you see it, what is the job, if there is a job, of a
pastor's husband?

For me? To maintain my sense of humor. I mean, it's,
it's what keeps me going. Yeah, have fun in life. I've
had some, I guess, rough things that have happened to
me. But they're all funny. No, being hit by a car is not
fun. Not on the face of it. Yeah and having cancer was
not fun. But I could have fun, make fun of it.

You want to go into the cancer story there.
Yeah, I was diagnosed with prostate cancer. And so |
had robotic laser surgery.

So this was like about, what, 15 years ago?

I guess around maybe 2010, 2011. Yeah. I have a blur
of'years. After 1941, nothing interesting happened after
that.
